Purpose of Job
To support a young man to access his community, enable him to try a variety of activities, always ensure his safety and to manage any challenging behaviour. 

Your role will be to provide Zidan with the personal and social assistance that he needs to enable him to live a fulfilling life.
Working alongside another PA a main part of your role will be to enable Zidan to access his community, helping and encouraging him to access new places and take part in new activities within the community. 
About Zidan

Zidan is 18, he loves his Ipad, music and watching cartoons. He is a happy young man. He enjoys visiting quiet places which are not busy, and he loves to walk. 

Zidan has autism which can result in some challenging behaviour.
Zidan can understand what is said to him and communicate with 

some Makaton sign language and he has limited verbal communication. 
Zidan is looking to try new activities and build up some friendships. 
Zidan has 2 PAs with him when he is out in the community so you will work alongside another PA.
Zidan follows a Halal diet and does not have fizzy drinks.

Main Duties

· Working alongside another PA you will support Zidan to try new and different activities.  These may include swimming, bowling, trampoline or going out for food. He enjoys parks and trips to the coast

· Always ensure Zidan’s safety.  Zidan has no awareness of danger, you will need to hold his hand near roads

· Follow any behaviour plan that is in place

· Monitor Zidan’s behaviour, remove him from any noisy, busy situations 

· Support Zidan with any personal care as needed, this usually around hygiene after toileting
Zidan needs routine and structure and so it is important you can be reliable and committed in the role.

· Be able to meet the physical demands of the post

· Have a positive attitude to disability

· Have good communication

· Be Calm and Patient

· Be willing to learn

· Be able to provide person centred support

· Be willing to work under my direction

· Not smoke in our home or in my presence

· Have good general health

· Be reliable and punctual

· Be able to work in different settings

· Keep information gained in the course of your employment confidential

· Respect my privacy and that of our family

· Not discuss our household and domestic circumstances with others, other than with our specific permission

· Be able to accept responsibility and work on your own initiative

· Be patient when doing repeated tasks
· Be able to respond appropriately in an emergency
